Drawing inspiration from the theme "Chose 
You This Day" from Joshua 24:15, the lectureship 
featured 22 insightful and compelling lessons that left 
a lasting impact. A week before the lectureship, we 
celebrated the graduation of seven students from the 
two-year program. Their dedication to the Gospel is 
already making waves - one has embraced full-time 
work as a preacher for the Jurong congregation, while 
two others are set to embark on full-time preaching in 
the states of Telangana and Andhra Pradesh in India. 
Another graduate is gearing up for full time work in the 
Philippines. These dedicated individuals are the 
embodiment of the college's mission to equip and 
empower preachers to carry the message of hope and 
salvation to the nations of Asia. The lectureship 
witnessed a gathering of like-minded brethren, with 
attendance peaking at 185 on the final day 
demonstrating the growing interest in learning the 
Word and the desire for spiritual renewal. Each day 
also featured engaging Men's and Ladies' Classes, 
alongside a Children's Bible Class, creating a 
wholesome environment for spiritual growth. 
  
Co-hosted by the Jurong and Lim Ah Pin churches of 
Christ in Singapore, the lectureship serves as an 
annual highlight of the work of Four Seas College of 
Bible & Missions.
